Extended Range (300-ERs), seven Long Range (200-LRs) and two freighter versions. Qatar Airways
recently announced ordering two additional long range Boeing aircraft at the Farnborough Air show.

RAK Airways re-launches with Jeddah and Calicut services

RAK Airways has announced the re-launch of its scheduled services yesterday with four flights per week to
Jeddah and Calicut. The Ras Al Khaimah-based carrier said it has received over 400 bookings within four
hours of the unveiling of its website. RAK Airways' weekly flights to Jeddah and to Calicut are set for
departure from RAK International Airport on Sundays, Wednesdays, Thursdays and Saturdays.

EgyptAir to resume flights to Saudi

Egyptair and Saudi General Authority for Civil Aviation have signed a new agreement allowing Haj flights to
officially resume between Madinah and Cairo on October 26, after aircraft from the Egyptian capital were
barred from landing in the holy city for more than a year, Arab News has reported. EgyptAir plans to
organize 327 Haj flights, transporting about 85,000 pilgrims from Egypt, including 181 flights to Jeddah, 107
to Madinah and 29 to various other destinations in the kingdom, Samir Embabi, regional manager for
EgyptAir in Saudi Arabia and the Gulf, said.

Air passengers more at ease with self service

According to a survey by SITA, airline passengers are demonstrating their increasing ease with online,
kiosk and mobile phone channels. Acceptance of self-service automated security checks has reached 70%
among respondents compared to 58% in last year's survey. Demand for automatic boarding gates has
risen to 70% compared to 57% last year. Also, year-on-year growth in the percentage of passengers using
airline websites to book hotels rose to 38% in this year's survey, the fifth annual SITA/Air Transport World
Passenger Self-Service Survey said.

Qatar Airways launches fourth Germany route

Qatar Airways is to introduce scheduled services to its fourth destination in Germany and increase capacity
to Munich next year. Starting March 9, 2011, Stuttgart is to be served three-times-a-week, while frequency
on the Doha-Munich route will be raised from daily flights to 11 services a week using Airbus A330 wide-
body aircraft. The expansion will see the airline operate 31- flights-a-week non-stop from Doha to four
destinations across Germany.

Gulf Air restarts service to Colombo

Gulf Air has said it has restarted its non-stop services to Colombo, the capital of Sri Lanka. Passengers
have the option to fly onboard the carrier's new Airbus A320 aircraft five times per week. Gulf Air is set to
commence services to three more destinations between now and December 2010: Basra from October 31,
Isfahan from November 2, and Addis Ababa from December 6, 2010.
